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Abstract: The article briefly describes pressure conditions in supply and distribution pipes of water
supply distribution systems. Moreover, it describes research activities dealing with changes
overflow in district meter area (DMA) at the variation of pressure in water supply distribution
system. These changes have an impact on water consumption as well as water leakage during the
night pressure regulation. Explanation of flow behaviour and water consumption at regulated
pressure in the DMA would be a contribution for providers and owners of water supply systems
when reducing water losses in water supply distribution systems.
